All parking provided on any portion of the Project Site,
including any parking controlled or leased by Applicant or
its designee, shall be considered to be “on-premises” parking
and shall be included in any calculation to determine the
required number of parking spaces for the Project Site.

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the fact that the Project Site is located within a Regional Activity Center
(“RAC”) designation on the Cobb County Future Land Use Map. Specifically,
the Development is consistent with the purpose of the RAC designation “to
provide for areas that can support a high intensity development which serves a
regional market...typical land uses include high-rise office buildings, regional
malls and varying densities of residential development.” Finally, the
Development is consistent with the adjacent uses and with the adjacent uses’
designation for future development consistent with a RAC.

B. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or
usability of adjacent or nearby property?
