AIRPORT MASTER PLAN UPDATE HIGHLIGHTS
WHY UPDATE EXISTING MASTER PLAN?
Existing 2006 Master Plan began in 2004. Airport is an important economic engine and is important to keept the airport’s development aligned with the demands of the user base:
Airport Economic Impact to Community $112.4 million annually and supports 842 jobs.

Cobb County, Business, and Aviation have significantly changed since 2004

· Commercial Airline operations did not return to normal course of business after 9/11


Less Airlines / Less convenient travel times / Long security waits / More crowded aircraft
· Cobb County and Airport – Atlanta Braves Stadium, Kennesaw State University Growth, Emerson Sports Complex, Film Industry, Large Corporate Aircraft basing at McCollum, Customs Facility at airport, national service provider (Hawthorne) acquires airport operator. Small aircraft pilots have not returned to the pre-recession level of activity.
· Businesses - Increasingly seek international business opportunities.

40% of profits for firms listed in S&P500 now come from overseas.
60% of the 9,450 business jets to be delivered next 10 years will be large cabin. (75% of value)
Georgia currently has the 4th largest fleet of Mid-Large Business Jets

WHAT DOES THE MASTER PLAN STUDY SEE FOR 20-YEAR FUTURE?
2015 Master Plan Update sees a change from the activity predicted in the 2006 Master Plan.
New Study predicts less activity by small aircraft and increased use by business aircraft.
Small aircraft growth stagnant but business jets to increase from 50 to 86. 
The 2015 MP forecasts based aircraft to grow from current 310 to 348.

Currently 71,572 takeoff and landings, in 2035 there is forecasted to be 75,388 
Over 20 year period airport is projected to have 11 more takeoff and/or landings per day. 
The Airport’s Design Aircraft to change from Gulfstream III to Gulfstream V

There will be a Hangar shortage of 337,000 sqft.

WHAT IMPROVEMENTS ARE PROPOSED TO AIRPORT?
Bring the airport up to current design and safety standards for aircraft using the airport.

· Create appropriate safety areas:
· Remove road obstructions west of runway (Relocate Old 41 / McCollum Parkway)

· Increase taxiway and runway separations and widths.
· Identify Land for Acquisition for Hangar Development

· Extend Runway to 7,500’ 
WHAT IS THE NOISE IMPACT?
The Noise Impact Model predicts less noise than in the current Master Plan of high volume small aircraft activity.
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
